Board Member Lew questioned the lack of Minutes for Subcommittee items.  Ms. French indicated staff 23 
would revise the minutes to include a summary of Subcommittee items. 24

PUBLIC HEARINGS 29

Formal Reviews 31 
 32 
1. 744-748-750 San Antonio Road [15PLN-00107]:  Request by Rashik Patel on behalf of 33 

M10 Dev, LLC for Preliminary Architectural Review of a lot merger, demolition of existing 34 
structures and construction of two new hotel buildings (301 rooms in 160,301 square feet).  The 35 
project includes surface parking and an underground garage, hotel amenities and other minor 36 
site improvements. Zoning District:  Service Commercial (CS). 37 

 38 
Mr. Ah Sing noted changes to the proposed project and requirements of the CS Zone.  The applicant 39 
requested feedback regarding site organization and circulation, interpretation of zoning regulations and 40 
Comprehensive Plan policies, and the general appearance of the project.  Staff requested feedback 41 
regarding the project's scale in relation to the surrounding area.  Public comment concerned the height of 42 
the project and traffic concerns.  Mr. Popp, Chair of the Architectural Review Board, would be presenting 43 
the project to the Board on behalf of the applicant, and therefore, recused himself from the decision.  An 44 
exception under the Political Reform Act permitted Mr. Popp to do this. 45 
 46 
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Board Member Kim disclosed that he had performed work for Mr. Popp in the past, but not on this 1 
project.  He recused himself from discussion of the project; however, he would remain on the dais to 2 
maintain a quorum for the Board.   3 
 4 
Ms. French clarified that a Preliminary Review was not actionable.   5 
 6 
Mont Williamson, T2 Hospitality, explained reasons for selecting the site for the hotel project.  Randy 7 
Popp, architect, sought comment regarding land use, organization of the site, ingress and egress, 8 
placement of buildings, massing and scale, and architectural and landscape concepts.  He reviewed the 9 
area, setbacks, parking and features of the project.   10 
 11 
Joan Larrabee spoke regarding parking, the single point of access, traffic and story poles. 12 
 13 
Joan Beitzuri commented on the lack of water resources to support further commercial development. 14 
 15 
Alex Van Riesen questioned whether there was an overall plan for development along San Antonio.  He 16 
opposed the project.   17 
 18 
Janet Kahle expressed concerns regarding the project blocking views from her home and traffic. 19 
 20 
Nancy Martin stated the project was too large, ugly, lacked sufficient parking and would create excessive 21 
traffic. 22 
 23 
Jason Challas agreed with previous comments regarding height, parking and traffic.   24 
 25 
Meredith Taylor commented about parking, traffic, and the height of the project. 26 
 27 
Judy Brown concurred with previous comments regarding the project.  She suggested egress from the 28 
project be moved to Wyandotte Street.   29 
 30 
Susie Mitchell spoke regarding traffic, parking and water usage. 31 
 32 
Bruce Campbell shared concerns regarding traffic and the size of the project. 33 
 34 
Larry Bach expressed concerns about parking, the size of the project, and the project's effect on the 35 
character of the area. 36 
 37 
Board Member Lew questioned Staff regarding the effect of development along San Antonio Road in 38 
Mountain View on traffic along San Antonio Road in Palo Alto; the impact of Bus Rapid Transit on traffic; 39 
employee parking; story poles; Comprehensive Plan Policy L-46; view corridors; and the special setback. 40 
 41 
Board Members commented on the height of the project in relation to the surrounding area; public uses 42 
on the ground floor; the efficiency of dual spaces; options for the circular drive; landscape and fencing; 43 
design and massing of the two buildings; height of the project in relation to the area; design 44 
differentiation of the two buildings/brands; insufficient parking; and lack of accommodations for bicycles.  45 
Board Members discussed options for massing and details so that the building would be compatible with 46 
adjacent properties.   47 
 48 
Board/Staff Announcements, Updates, Reports, and Comments 49 
 50 
Board Member Lew attended the Council meeting regarding the 2555 Park Boulevard project.  The 51 
Council approved the building but denied the DEE.  The Council was strictly reviewing DEEs. 52
