The Planning and Community Environment Director made a mistake approving 11 cell (there is
nothing small about them) nodes in the Cluster 1 neighborhood on our utility poles. They are
aesthetically unpleasing, no matter how hard Verizon tries to cover them up, noisy and impede
future under grounding of our utilities. Public safety is a concern in the event of an earthquake or
fire and we, Palo Alto taxpayers, are liable, not Verizon, when that happens.
